Artwork that was entered in a previous year’s contest may be re-entered if the piece has not won a First or
Second Place award. Visitors to the Exhibit will vote for the People’s Choice. Except for the People’s Choice Award, winners
will be announced at the Meet the Artist Reception on Friday, August 22 from 6 to 8 p.m. The Exhibit will be open to the
public on Saturday, August 23 from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m.
